d. Reason for applying (Up to 50 words In English, or 50 characters in Chinese or Japanese)

Step 3: The student’s home university nominates up to 3 students to KSU by March 1, 2021
Students accepted by KSU will be sent application forms to be submitted by March 31, 2021
Step 4: pay IJP fees to KSU (Details will be sent to successful applicants in March)
